It should start with the paper’s title, authors, authors’ affiliation, address and e-mail, followed by the Abstract's text and the keywords (up to five). 

The extended abstract must include the title, author(s) introduction, material and methods, results and discussion, conclusion and references. The abstract should be written in MS Word format in single-spaced in 11 point Times New Roman on an A4-sized paper with 25 mm margins on all sides. Do not indent the text paragraphs. Max 2 figures/photographs can be placed in the abstract. 
[Important] The author should send this extended abstract directly to ICSBE committee through the email of icsbe@uii.ac.id with the subject title of [ICSBE 2020_1st author`s name]. Then, the author will receive a notification of acceptance of extended abstract and allowances to create a login at Conference Manager Center (CMC). RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS

The findings and arguments of the work should be explicitly described and illustrated. Supporting figures, tables and images of the results. All the tables, images, and figures should be centered. Figures and images should be numbered  and figure headers should be placed under the figure or image; as for the tables, they should also be numbered and the table header should be placed at the top. References (if any) of the tables, figures and images should be presented right under the tables, figures, and images in the form of author surname and publication date.
